
tarian, peacekeeping, political and developmental activities 
at country level are well coordinated system-wide, including 
through the development of shared strategic objectives. The 
Security Council stresses that the United Nations should func-
tion as one integrated entity at country level under effective 
overall leadership in post-confl ict peacebuilding. 

»The Security Council stresses the need to ensure adequate 
and timely fi nancing for peacebuilding priorities at all stages 
of the peace process, and stresses the need for sustained fi nan-
cial investment in peacebuilding over the medium to  longer-
term period of recovery. It recognizes the importance of rapid 
initiation of peacebuilding activities to meet immediate needs 
and encourages the building of capabilities that can be in-
corporated rapidly. 

»The Security Council welcomes the submission of the report 
of 21 March 2005 by the Secretary-General In larger free-
dom: towards development, security and human rights for 
all (A/59/2005) and of the report by the High Level Panel on 

Threats, Challenges, and Change, A more secure world: Our 
shared responsibility. The Security Council acknowledges insti-
tutional gaps, identifi ed in the reports, in the United Nations 
institutional machinery with respect to effectively, coherently, 
and comprehensively helping countries with transition from 
confl ict to lasting peace and sustainable development. 

»The Security Council takes note with interest of the import-
ant proposal by the Secretary-General to establish a Peace-
building Commission and shares the objective of improving 
United Nations capacity to coordinate with donors and troop 
contributors and to perform peacebuilding activities, in par-
ticular from the start of peacekeeping operations through 
stabilization, reconstruction and development. The Security 
Council recognizes the important role that this body could 
play to bridge the gap between maintenance of international 
peace and security and the work of humanitarian and econom-
ic development assistance.«
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
