In diesem zweiten Sammelband zur Si-
cherheitskultur analysieren 22 Wissen-
schaftlerinnen und Wissenschaftler die
neu entstandenen sicherheitspolitischen
Herausforderungen, mit denen sich der
Staat konfrontiert sieht. Das Buch um-
fasst sechs Kapitel mit insgesamt 18
Beitragen zu den Themen Terrorismus,
Cybersecurity, Gesundheitsrisiken, Ener-
giesicherheit, Wirtschafts- und Finanzri-
siken und Menschliche Sicherheit. Der
von den Autorinnen bzw. Autoren be-
schriebene tiberforderte Staat befindet
sich in einem Dilemma: Er muss den
immer weiter steigenden Sicherheits-
erwartungen der Gesellschaft gerecht
werden. Diese hohen Anforderungen
an den Sicherheitsstandard des Staates
resultieren aus den neuen Risiken, die
die Globalisierung mit sich gebracht hat.
Insbesondere in Bereichen wie Terroris-
mus, Gesundheit oder Wirtschaft ist die
gesellschaftliche Forderung nach mehr
staatlicher Sicherheitsgewdhrleistung
gestiegen. Diese gestiegenen Anforde-

Die Autorinnen und
Autoren untersuchen, welche Folgen der
Wandel der Sicherheitskultur auf die je-
weilige Sicherheitspolitik verschiedener
Politikfelder hat. Sie stellen fest, dass es
an einer kohdrenten Sicherheitspolitik
mangelt, die es vermag, dem Wandel der
Sicherheitskultur auf den verschiedenen
Politikebenen angemessen zu begegnen
(vgl.

Anja P. Jakobi, Klaus Dieter Wolf (Ed.):
The Transnational Governance of
Violence and Crime. Non-State Actors
in Security, Governance and Limited
Statehood (Palgrave Macmillan), 2013.

The prevention of violence and
transnational organized crimes is a core
task of the state. Yet, it is also one of the
most difficult. Thus, the establishment
of the governmental monopoly of force

and a multitude of countermeasures
to violence and crimes, among them
surveillance systems and intelligence,
remain a key challenge. In that context,
this book examines the role of non-state
actors that are directly challenging this
monopoly of the state. The role of non-
state actors in governing violence and
crime has been analyzed in a wide variety
of contexts in this book. Questions of
keen importance are: How, when and to
what effect are non-state actors included
in the governance of violence and
crime? An examination of this question
also includes the forms that security
governance can take. This excellent book
with multifaceted insights results out of
a research project at the Peace Research
Institute Frankfurt (PRIF), led by Anja
Jakobi and Klaus Dieter Wolf and co-
funded by the Cluster of Excellence “The
Formation of Normative Orders” of the
German Research Foundation (DFG).

The case studies in this book focus
on warlords (Kimberly Marten), non-
state armed groups (Stefanie Herr),
UN peacebuilding comission (Oliver
Westerwinter), conflict diamonds (Anja
Jakobi), weapons trafficking (Simone
Wisotzki), cybercrime (Anja Jakobi),
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human trafficking (Edgardo Buscaglia),
maritime terrorism (Patricia Schneider),
private security companies (Carolin Liss),
banks (Karin Svedberg Helgesson), and
transnational criminal law (Annegret
Flohr). The editors conclude with
models of non-state actor involvement
in governance.

Mikael Eriksson/Roland Kosti¢ (eds.),
Mediation and Liberal Peacebuilding —
Peace from the ashes of war? (Routledge),
2013.

Mediation is an important tool used in
order to reach settlements to conflicts,
and representatives of the international
community (bilateral and multilateral
actors) often participate during peace
negotiations as a third party. While much
attention has been given by scholars to
the phase following the peace agreement,
less is known about the links between
peace negotiations and peacebuilding.

This link is under investigation in
this work. The authors aim to make a
contribution to the contemporary debate
on so-called ‘liberal’ peacebuilding and
the problems associated with external
intervention by relating its theoretical
foundations to insights about mediation.
The impact of the potential interests of
mediators upon the peace negotiations
and the nature of their participation are
explored. The work also analyses how this
affects the peacebuilding process and its
outcome, and whether it contributes to
laying the foundations for stability or to
reinforcing tensions within the society.

This is done through looking deeper into
a selection of case studies and presenting
empirical findings by different scholars
with country-specific knowledge. Peace
negotiations driven by Western actors
are compared to cases where a regional
third-party mediator has been present,
and where the peace process was run
domestically. The authors find that the
presence and character of third-party
mediators, as well as their underlying
values and motives, will have important
implications for the outcome of the
peacebuilding efforts following the
agreement.

Jiirgen Neyer, Globale Demokratie:
Eine zeitgemdfe Einfiihrung in die
Internationalen Beziehungen, Baden-
Baden (Nomos), 2013.

Angesichts transnationaler Herausfor-
derungen ist der Nationalstaat langst
nicht mehr alleiniger Bezugspunkt der
Internationalen Beziehungen. Um die
zunehmend globale Ausrichtung de-
mokratischer Strukturen zeitgemafd zu
vermitteln, bedarf es daher einer Aus-
einandersetzung mit der Umsetzung
demokratischer Prinzipien jenseits des
Nationalstaates. Neyer widmet sich in
seiner thematischen Einfiihrung sowohl
der Entgrenzung nationalstaatlicher De-
mokratie als auch der Realisierbarkeit ei-
ner kosmopolitischen Demokratie. Dabei
geht er mit dem Multilateralismus, dem
Bund der Demokratien, der transnatio-
nalen Zivilgesellschaft und dem demo-
kratischen Weltstaat auf die vier zeitge-
nossischen Formen kosmopolitischen
Denkens ein. Er veranschaulicht diese
zusitzlich durch Fallbeispiele und nennt
hierbei bspw. die Vereinten Nationen,
die NATO, Nichtregierungsorganisati-
onen und die EU. Aufierdem beurteilt
Neyer deren Qualitdt im Hinblick auf die
Umsetzung von Partizipation, Kontrolle,
Kongruenz, Entscheidungs- und Durch-
setzungsfahigkeit. Ausgehend von den
Starken der Weltordnungsmodelle leitet
Neyer abschlief3end die Vision einer zeit-
gemaflen institutionellen Weltordnung
ab, wobei er das Bild eines komplexen
globalen Konstitutionalismus skizziert.

Klaus Bachmann, Thomas Sparrow-Botero,
Peter Lambertz: When Justice Meets
Politics. Independence and Autonomy
of Ad Hoc International Criminal
Tribunals, Studies in Political Transition
Vol. 2 (Peter Lang Edition), 2013.

Ad Hoc International Criminal Tribunals
(ICT) should bring justice, much like other
criminal courts. However, they are special
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institutions, as they are financed, ruled
and created by states and international
organizations. Furthermore, ICTs are not
embedded in a stable and long-practiced
legal system, but they depend for their
functioning on states and international
organizations. This book is concerned
with the International Criminal Court
for the former Yugoslavia (ICTY) and for
Rwanda (ICTR). Both were the result of a
decision by the United Nation Security
Council, and both are based on the same
principles and financially supported by
the UN. The authors examine the courts’
political influence, thereby answering
also questions central to the academic
debate about sense, efficiency and
legitimacy of ICTs and their ability to
serve justice. Two questions are key: Have
the tribunals been independent in their
decision-making process from the states
that created them? What factors have
constrained their capacity to function as
actors? The book offers, in three chapters,
a differentiated analysis to tackle those
crucial questions. The first chapter
elaborates on the role of the ICTY in the
accession process of Croatia and Serbia to
the European Union. The second chapter
investigates the potential influence of
external actors on the ICTY’s and ICTR’s
judgments. The last chapter shows the
two courts’ different interpretation and
approaches regarding reconciliation.
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
